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A TIP OF THE HAT TO ONE OF NEWCOMERS' FOUNDING MOTHERS:
MARION BUGHER

As the Evergreen Newcomers Club celebrates its 47th anniversary, we would
like to take this opportunity to give our thanks to one of the original founders
and second president of the Evergreen Newcomers Club for her service to our
organization. After serving as treasurer on the board during the Evergreen
Newcomers' first year of existence, Marion Bugher (then Marion Keough)
served as president the second year (1962-1963).

Marion was born in Berry, Vermont, where she lived until she turned 17 and moved to Boston, where she
attended a retailing/merchandising school for two years. She then moved to Indianapolis, married at the
age of 20 and became a housewife and mother of two. Marion and her family moved to Colorado in 1960
and built a house on Ridge Road in Hiwan Hills.

According to Marion, during the early '60s there was not a lot to do socially in Evergreen. At that time,

some community leaders were looking for people to get involved in various organizations such as the

Children's Hospital Auxiliary, the Parent Teacher Association and the National Repertory Orchestra. In
addition, a woman by the name of Jenny Sokol had heard of an organization in another city called the

"Newcomers Club" and she decided that Evergreen needed one, as well.

In 1961, Jenny Sokol organized the Evergreen Newcomers Club and became its president the first year.
Marion was the treasurer and took over as president the following year. At that time the Evergreen
Newcomers Club had only about 40 members, all women. They met once a month, all dressed up, to
conduct a brief meeting and enjoy a luncheon. Then a special program would follow (a fashion/style
show, a guest speaker, etc). When that ended, the women would stay and play bridge.

In 1971, Marion had remarried and she and her family moved to Wisconsin. But 20 years later, she
returned to Evergreen and bought a home on Ridge Road in Hiwan Hills, just two doors from the house
where she had originally lived. When she rejoined Evergreen Newcomers, she was surprised and
pleased to see not only how the club had grown, but also that men were now a significant portion of the
membership. She currently participates in the Bridge Group and the Hiking Group.

Although she just celebrated her 75th birthday, she is one of the most spry, young-at-heart, active and
healthy individuals around. She works out, plays tennis, skis and even regularly bikes the old service road
from Idaho Springs to Georgetown and back! She is an inspiration to us all. If ever you run into Marion
around town, please take a moment to greet her and thank her for helping to get our Evergreen
Newcomers Club off to such a great start. You're a gem, Marion!
