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ARE YOU COVERED? INSURANCE REMINDER

Many of our activities are held in homes and many activities are risk-free. There are some functions that
could pose liability issues; therefore we feel it important that members be fully informed as to the coverage
our policy provides. While we are making no recommendations as to what kind of riders are necessary,
those of you who regularly host groups in your homes may want to revisit your individual policies to make
sure you have the coverage you are most comfortable with. There are one- and two- million-dollar
umbrella riders that meet most people's liability needs (at nominal cost).

This year the Newcomer's Club has a new policy that covers members under many circumstances. Your
home policy is always the first policy to be used ...then the Club policy, if justified. The Club policy is not in
effect if alcohol is involved (either in the home or in a vehicle driven to/from an event). For that reason, a
liability umbrella policy (through your homeowner's insurance provider) may be an option for your own
comfort. Most homeowners already have that option.
